The first stint of winter weather could arrive soon. 

Pavements, roads and sidewalks can be very slippery. 

Many of the outdoor surfaces remain slippery, even if 

they have been plowed, shoveled or treated. For your 

own safety, please use non-slip, safe shoes and warm 

attire. Surfaces may appear wet but could very well be 

a coat of ice. Black ice is hazardous because it is virtually transparent. Follow these safety 

tips when walking on snow or ice: 

 Wear boots or sturdy shoes with non-skid soles. Don’t try walking on ice with shoes 

that have no traction.  

 Slowdown, take your time  

 Pay attention to walkways that can be icy with a snow cover.  

 Keep your hands free and balance yourself with your arms.  

 Take short shuffling steps.

 Have a working smoke detector, replace batteries in the fall and spring  

 Check baseboard heaters, remove objects that may have fallen on top or near the 

heater 

 Keep all furniture a safe distance from heaters  

 Never have electrical cords touching heaters  

 Always hire an experienced electrician to do any necessary repair work to heaters 

 Portable heaters heat up rapidly, so when choosing one, select one with a 

temperature control and automatic shut off device that is UL approved. Keep away 

from furniture and carpets just like baseboard heaters 

 Check fireplaces and woodstoves, have chimneys and stovepipes cleaned 

 Never burn rubbish  

 Make sure anything flammable is kept a safe distance away from the fireplace/stove 

 Never leave fires unattended. 

 When cooled clean out the ashes and place in metal container
